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Introductory Astrological Principles (theory in general)

A horoscope is a snapshot taken on the exact date and time of birth in which all
planetary positions are projected on a circle (360°, as a 2-dimensional copy of a
sphere). This circle is divided into 12 parts. Each part is called a house. Every house
concurs, harmonizes with a certain sign of the zodiac and every sign has a ruler (=
the planet which dominates, reigns or rules that sign, the planet that always belongs
to this sign). Very generally speaking the significations of the houses, signs and
rulers are more or less interchangeable. The following delineations are not limitative.

House I
Aries (Á)
Ruler I
Mars (MA, ®)

The self-asserting ME, the instinctive character, the
deed/action, aggression, the sparkle, the impulse, (asserting)
primary needs, the disposition of the body, the personal
disposition and abilities.

House II
Taurus (Â)
Ruler II
Venus (VE, ­)

The concrete (tangible) ME, the own (physical) body,
substance, material goods (money, small material objects,…),
raw materials, all that is consolidated, all that is tangible, the
self-worth.

House III
Gemini (Ã)
Ruler III
Mercury (ME, ¬)

The visible ME, rational thinking, mobility, small trips,
assimilation of information, communication and documents, the
neighbours, brothers and sisters (siblings), the nerves.

House IV
Cancer (Ä)
Ruler IV
Moon (MO, «)

Emotional impulses, all that can touch, move and affect us, the
source, the radix, our origin, the parent of the same sex, the
family, the home, immaterial goods, the end of things, the
potential of creativity.

House V
Leo (Å)
Ruler V
Sun (SO, ª)

All fixed emotions, emotions that are consolidated, creativity
(hobbies), the willpower, behaviour, play and sports, pleasure,
children, love, the centre, pride, the heart, vitality & energy.

House VI
Virgo (Æ)
Ruler VI
Mercury (ME, ¬)

Creative experiences with others, work and colleagues, the
working environment and working circumstances, subordinates,
servitude, adaptability towards the environment, illness, small
(domestic) animals, selection and discrimination, criticism and
analysis.

House VII
Libra (Ç)
Ruler VII
Venus (VE, ­)

All that one can encounter and meet, the ‘other(s)’, meetings,
relations, social gatherings and the social life, the partner on
him/herself, cooperation, contracts, (open or public) enemies,
the mental equilibrium.

House VIII
Scorpio (È)
Ruler VIII
Pluto (PL, ¿)

All that one has encountered or met and that one has
consolidated, the marriage, mutations and transformations,
death, the other’s money or goods, principles and ideology,
sex, power and compulsions, destruction.

House IX
Sagittarius (É)
Ruler IX
Jupiter (JU, ¯)

All that one has consolidated and that gets visible, publicity, the
social environment, beliefs, religion, expansions, all that is (far)
away from the own environment/domicile, travel.
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I. In General

In this part I discuss the most striking characteristics in your radix (natal chart) that
influence your relationship(s) most, as there are: the most exact aspects (see above
for the meaning of the word ‘aspect’), the elements and crosses, planetary
configurations etc...

Your horoscope shows a dominant EARTH element because most planets/points are
placed in earth signs. This means that you live in the world of sensation. Using all
your senses is important.

You lack some fire element, not too much though, making you very practical.

Also, most planets are posited in mutable signs. Mutable is adaptable, also
changeable and life events often are about moves, changes and fluctuating, even
reversing events. Life events are not stable ones and there is restlessness all over.

Because most planets are posited in mutable and earth signs, your traits relate more
to the sign Virgo than your Sun sign Sagittarius. This means that you take care of
the details and want total perfection. The outlook of Virgo is more specialized. Virgo
is a work-related sign, so that work takes a prominent place in your life. Also, Virgo is
the sign of ‘service’ and that’s why you want to be of service to others. The problem
can be some intolerance of others, especially if they don’t measure up to your own
standards. Another issue can be found in the unsentimental, cool, behavior so that
this sign does not cope well with emotional intimacy.

In your horoscope we can find an important planetary configuration called a T-
Cross. A T-Cross is an opposition with a square, in your chart built by the Ascendant
square the Chiron-Uranus/Mars/Pluto opposition. In a female chart, this configuration
is highly problematic in love relationships. The Mars/Uranus/Pluto combo is a highly
sexual one. These three planets together almost always disrupt the love life when
the relationship becomes “settled”, intimate or too emotional. It’s really detrimental to
any marriage.

With Mars-Uranus, you seek the strong man, energetic and forceful. In reality,
strongness is often a mask for either butality or rigidness... Relationships suddenly
break up because, after all, your independency is too important to you. It’s
characteristic in female charts with this combo that whenever the woman has “her
target”, possesses him, she’s not interested anymore and no longer wants him. The
result can be a toggle relationship though because Pluto too is involved and after a
while, the interest awakes again and the story repeats itself. Attraction goes out to
the ones you (subconsciously) know you can’t have.

Fortunately, this combo is “released” by a trine with Jupiter, ruler of the Ascendant
(representing yourself). This aspect brings a hypnotic charisma and renown but still
can act turbulent on a personal level.

Another planetary configuration in your natal chart is the configuration of “justice and
honesty”, built by a rectangle between Chiron, Jupiter, Uranus/Mars/Pluto and
Neptune. Such a configuration in passive signs (earth and water) denotes that you
don’t easily come forward with your problems. You keep them for yourself and you
don’t show your problems to the outer world. You keep up appearances. Thanks to
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this configuration you are able to promote peace, harmony and security. It’s also a
very pleasure-seeking configuration though.

The most exact (and even partile) aspect is the opposition between Jupiter and
Neptune in the houses 5 and 11 in fixed signs. This opposition is the most important
aspect in your natal chart, the more so because it’s also building an aspect to your
Ascendant/MC midpoint, one of the most personal and important midpoints in a
horoscope. This midpoint combination denotes an optimistic attitude, rather
pleasure-seeking, friendly and beloved. However, your expectations are too high and
unrealistic and you should be careful with whom you relate or bond as this midpoint
combo denotes unreliable and abusive people in your surroundings. You are very
idealistic and idealize too much, causing some really big disappointments.

The Jupiter-Neptune opposition adds to your humanitarian spirit and interest in
higher, scientific, mystical or religious knowledge. You have an understanding of
intangible things and you want to work towards a higher order of reality. You will
often need to escape from the realities of the world and do so in transcendence and
solitude.

Most planets are situated on the southern or day side of your horoscope. The
southern hemisphere of the horoscope brings life “to the light”, out in the open. The
planets can express themselves more in the open, in public and are seen by other
people. You gain personal satisfaction from your achievements in the world, and
learn much about yourself through your position in the public arena. Your need for a
high public profile could be met through both your career and your social status.
Your achievements may go at the expense of your loved ones though.

The 4th Quadrant (houses 10, 11 and 12) is the most important one in your natal
chart the more so because your personal points and planets (the Sun, the Moon,
Mercury and Venus) are posited herein. These houses are related to “trans-
personal” issues i.e. our society, the world at large, social events and “fate.” People
with such a predominant Quadrant often have it difficult to relate on a person-to-
person level. Their interests are found in what goes beyond the individual. They are
above all humanitarian (confirmed by the strong 11th house). Life here is part of a
bigger whole.

You strive to make your mark on the world. This may be beneficial, but could
become disruptive too if you become too caught up in an ideal.

There are two stelliums in your natal chart: a stellium is a concentration of at least
three planets or points in the same sign or house. You have a stellium in Scorpio
(with the Moon, Neptune and Venus in it) and one in Virgo (with Mars, Uranus and
Pluto in it). Both signs, Scorpio and Virgo are thus very prominent and work out in
your life profoundly. Blending both signs indicate that you are a meticulous worker,
with a very keen insight and eye for the minutest details.

Some Humanistic astrological schools and the “Curch Of Light” work with the so-
called “rays” (fields of energies). In your chart the 4th and 6th ray are very strong
denoting that you are spontaneous, imaginative and conciliating. You have a love of
beauty and music, and the ability to reconcile opposites. However, you may have a
tendency to worry, be moody and combative too. You can be loyal and devoted but
may have a tendency towards fanaticism, gullibility, rigid idealism and over-
emotionalism at times.
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II. In Specific

The Moon is in Scorpio in the 11th house. The fixed 11th house is not too good a
house for the changeable Moon. In a fixed house, the Moon gets “frozen”, cannot
unfold properly and needs to obey to the outer world, to a social group or
organization. Structures (and strictures), formalities etc. are part of it. You need to
apply to formal rules and a certain norm; which may feel like a burden. Very often,
this Moon’s position feels fenced in and that’s why it’s called a sandwich position.
You are very well aware of this.

The Moon in the 11th house is in extreme a position in that emotions and feelings
may suddenly tilt. This is often noticeable in a lack of concentration and increased
nervousness. In the 11th house, the Moon feels alone and has the tendency to lock
itself up in an ivory tower. The importance of one’s own individuality and freedom
overpowers everything else. The fact that the Moon is posited in a neighbour sign of
the Ascendant points to the ability to adapt oneself quite easily to new
circumstances.

Moreover, the Moon is also posited in a fixed sign, Scorpio, which reinforces the
fenced-in feeling. The 21st degree brings a restless and rather impulsive nature,
quite undisciplined and unrestrained. The 21st degree is the position of the Fixed Star
Unukalhai. This star may bring intrigues and embarrassing situations sometimes
ending in legal actions.

In relationships, the Moon in Scorpio works highly transformative in that friendships
may reverse. Love and hate are very close to one another and with the Moon of
feelings in transformative Scorpio there is quite something going on on an inner
level. It’s a very passionate position, but also a very forceful one. With the Moon in a
fixed sign it’s very difficult to let loose, the more so because Venus too is in fixed
Scorpio. The Moon and Venus in Scorpio become dependent, addicted to something
(be it a thing, person or whatever). This is especially confirmed by the Moon-
Neptune conjunction and the ruler of the 7th house in the 1st house. All in all, it’s a
very possessive position.

The Moon in Scorpio together with your strong Virgo traits and especially reinforced
by the Mars in Virgo position, adds to your extreme and unrealistic love for
perfection. Also, you’re curious and want to grasp life and the world. Scorpio,
however, is a sign that is not about the search for perfection but about the creation
of something perfect. The water element of Scorpio is responsible for that. Also,
because Scorpio is a fixed sign, the changeable Moon makes for repititive behaviour.
Statistical research has learned that people with the Moon in Scorpio have quite a lot
to do with repetitions and repetitive actions/behaviour in their life. Hence, the
persevering traits of Scorpio; they repeat till they succeed or till perfection! In a
negative sense, will-power can become destructive when there is jealousy and
possessiveness involved. Manipulative behaviour should be avoided as much as
possible.

According to statistical research, relationship issues arise with competitive urges that
are reflected by the powerful Scorpio traits. You should take care not to see the
partner as a child because the Moon in Scorpio often has the tendency to over-
protect the other, limiting and keeping the other down, impossible for the other to
unfold himself. You need to learn to radiate trust and a powerful self, irrespective of
the other so that an emotional bond can grow.
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basic issue is related to force and power. Whoever wants to become powerful will
have to encounter a massive defeat. In Transpersonal Astrology this theme is called
the “Waterloo experience”, based on the defeat of Napoleon Bonaparte in Waterloo.

If you want to conquer the world, want to be in power, always want to win and have
everything as you wish and in your way, you’ll get something that brings balance to
this over-confident behavior; i.e. a serious defeat. It’s nature’s way to bring balance
because if one wants too much power, too much control and everything one wishes,
one would become so harsh and unreal that one would no longer be a human being.
With a stress-planet, and especially with the Sun, you will learn the hard way the
limits of your own being.

What you have to learn here is not to push yourself too much through, not to force
everything to your own desires (the Sun is ruler of the 8th house of force).

While the Sun is posited quite strongly in Sagittarius, it’s just in a mediocre position
in the 12th house. While you are strong and have quite some potential (the Sun
strong in the sign), the outer world or outer circumstances (represented by the house
position of the Sun) do not always see or hear you well. This often indicates that you
may feel neglected and misunderstood one way or the other and/or that the outer
circumstances do not respond well to your needs and talents (this is confirmed by
the Moon-Jupiter opposition). What you need to do is work on your own inner
potential without the need for any outer approval. The Sun’s position here is fabulous
for meditation and inner reflections.

Somehow, the Sun, who always needs approval and wants to shine and be seen, in
the 12th house of solitude, indicates that you physically want to remain anonymous
and unseen. You want to shine on the background, behind the scenes. You should
take care not to exaggerate because the Sun in Sagittarius of over-doing, may point
at it. There is some overdoing noticeable (confirmed by the intercepted position of
Saturn of limits).

The Sun receives no harmonious aspects, indicating that you can hardly relax.
You’re always working and neglecting the signals of your body to slow down. Also,
you tend to look at things in a black-or-white spirit. In reality, life is often “grey” too.
Also, the Sun, your energy and life force, becomes competitive and wants to become
prominent.

At 10° Sagittarius, your Sun brings on a whole lot of energy and power. The Sun in
the 12th house is in a very magic position too that leaves its traces on the outer
world. You are inspiring (confirmed by the Sagittarius Ascendant). Loyalty and
integrity are important to you.

You are quite hard to control (confirmed by the Neptune/Pluto constellation) and you
can’t stand that other people try to exercise power over you. Learning to submit and
to accept defeat graciously is not usually easily done.

Mars and Venus too are posited in a (minor) stressful position. Mars is posited just
before the 9th house and Venus is just in front of the 11th house. Even if these
planets are not before an angle (like the Ascendant), which is the most important
axis in the natal chart, they too point to some issues, the more so because Venus
and Mars are relationship planets.
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The 11th house represents social groups and organizations as well as friends. Any
planet in a stressful position before the 11th house wants certainties related to the
social groups and friends. It’s common that disappointments in friendships occur due
to a lack of loyalty. If you can’t rely on a friend, you don’t need him or her anymore.
Often, you need friendships and social groups to gain esteem and prestige or to
raise your status. Also, relationships and friendships almost always should follow
your own wishes and images. If they can’t follow you don’t need them anymore.

What you need to learn here is to take a deeper look at what is really important to
you: your own esteem and status in society or just simple friendships. Very often,
unresolved issues related to the stressful planets around the 11th house may bring
isolation and solitude in the long run.

Mars around the 9th house of ideals and world view raises issues about (un)justice.
Most often people with a stressful planet here, are confident that their world view and
opinion is the only correct one. This goes further in that these people also deny their
own weaknesses and thinking errors. Issues around bonding pop up frequently in the
life of these people and one can refer to the theme of the “runaway bride” here. At
heart, one wants to serve the community and feel responsible for the other. In reality,
this may be problematic. Whenever it’s impossible to bond, people with a stressful
planet around the 9th house, like you, should propagate or advocate something they
love and/or are very knowledgeable in (in whatever way: via teaching, writing, as a
speaker, etc...). These people can be an expert in this field and reach the masses.

In general, a lot of planets in stressful positions, raise the bar to always perform
better and better after being defeated over and over again. But in the long run, the
accomplishments can be astounding, just because of the stress and the learning
curve involved. In that, stress planets are often a serious burden and painful
experience but in the long run, through one’s life, it brings mastery one way or the
other. In other words, in the end, stressfull planets very often work like a process of
unfoldment.

Mars is posited very strongly at 12° Virgo and brings a keen eye for detail. Uranus
and Pluto too are posited strongly just in the beginning of the 9th house and in a
strong degree. Especially Uranus and Pluto give you lots of energy and power and
these planets can and should be used to your advantage because they are out in the
open. The only “problem” is the disruptive square to your Ascendant, breaking up
bonds, which I will discuss in a second.

You are born during the 8th Balsamic Moon phase (27th phase of 28) which is
assigned to “the Saint.” This waning Moon phase denotes that you are a mystical
person. You have a refined sensuality and are serene. You will only find real
happiness and contentment within yourself. There is a shrinking sense of self-
importance making you more calm and detached. Your influence on others is subtle
and permeating.

Your Ascendant in the mutable fire sign Sagittarius indicates quite some idealism,
enthusiasm and the need for “action or activities.” A lot of energy goes to your
engagement for higher ideals. This is confirmed by the exact Jupiter-Neptune
opposition.

Sagittarius gives you a lot of opportunities that may bring success and/or luck. You
have many interests but travel and moving is one of your most prominent traits.
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Generally speaking, Sagittarius is the sign of wisdom and with Mercury, planet of
communication and reasoning, in the 1ste house, you are VERY intelligent.

According to Aleister Crowley and Evangeline Adams, Sagittarius on the Ascendant
indicates a high-strung or nervous temperament, a restless body and hastiness.
That’s why Sagittarius people are fond of being outdoors. Overactivity of mind can
deplete the life force though, but fortunately there is enough vitality around.
Sagittarian Ascendantss are fond of arguments and discursive talk.

A mutable sign on the Ascendant (belonging to the Cardinal sign Aries) is favorable,
generally speaking, because both signs are related to the same fire element.
Encounters should not bring too much problems. And motivation is a driving factor in
your life. However, the square from Pluto, Uranus and Mars is more problematic.

Pluto rules the 11th house of social groups, organizations and friends, Uranus rules
your 2nd house of possessions and physical substance and Mars rules your 4th house
of home and emotions. These areas affect your relationships in an upsetting way.

The Ascendant at 17° Sagittarius denotes an artistic nature who has faith in the
goodness of all people. You may be sensitive to cold weather. According to some
astrologers this is a child-like degree bringing innocence. Interestingly, the 17th

degree on the Ascendant is often found in horoscopes of very artistic people, active
in theatre and music or as story-tellers. The Ascendant points to some degree of
extravagance. Seldom, people will see you the way you are which may disappoint
you sooner or later. Your willpower is extremely strong (confirmed by the position of
Pluto).

The ruler of your Ascendant (Jupiter) is in the 5th house of children, love and creative
self-expression. Jupiter is well posited in the earth sign Taurus.

Jupiter is retrograde and a retrograde ruler of the Ascendant, representing your inner
drive and urges, retrograde becomes more cautious and introvert. You want to have
it right most of the time and are very competitive so that you seem to be too forceful
towards other people at times. This is the more so because retrograde Jupiter is in
the 5th house of creative self-expression and your ego. Sometimes you may be too
domineering and your aspirations are (too) high. According to some astrologers,
Jupiter’s position here is not favorable in a marriage or long-lasting love unions
because you may have it difficult to deal with any kind of criticism towards your life
philosophy and way of living. Also, the “problem” with Sagittarius (and its ruler
Jupiter) in a female chart is that it’s not a feminine sign and planet so that males
often “run away” because they do not want to be “commanded.” They want a more
feminine person... Indeed, the fire sign Sagittarius and its ruler Jupiter have the
tendency to dictate others. Also, they are often too temperamental to handle
“properly” (confirmed by the inconjunct from Jupiter with the Ascendant).

What’s more, in your case is your selfishness that may disturb relationships.
Whenever a house cusp (or angle) is unfavorably aspected by its own ruler (Jupiter
inconjunct the Sagittarius Ascendant), there is kind of an inner battle going on that
afflicts the meaning of the house cusp (or the angle). In other words, Jupiter afflicts
its own 1st house and the Ascendant-Descendant axis; bringing problems in personal
one-on-one relationships. This is confirmed and reinforced by the position of evasive
and dissolving Neptune which is semi-sextile the Ascendant and thus inconjunct the
7th house cusp of partners or the other. It’s unlikely that any one-on-one relationship
will keep away from the influence of dissolving Neptune. Neptune rules the 3rd house

and this house is the most unstable one of the whole zodiac so that love
relationships do lack stability.

Relationship issues and love’s sorrow will be part of your life because some exact
planetary pictures point to it (NE = JU = VE/SA = AS/MC = PL/MC; SA = VE/AS).

Jupiter is the planet that is the most close to the Descendant and the IC as well.
Jupiter wants to unfold generously and accept the outer world and other people in a
generous way. Often, Jupiter is too lecturing towards others but it’s able to unfold
itself in a very subconscious way. Wisdom and spirit come from deep within.

The highest planet in your chart is Venus, planet of love, beauty, harmony and
balance. You are charming and radiate peace and harmony. Often, the motto of a
culminating Venus is: “Love Me!”

Venus is in Scorpio, the sign of its detriment. Scorpio’s energies are so deep and
inwardly focused that it may bring some social trouble. Being too straightforward may
cause problems too. There is a tremendous amount of physical magnetism
noticeable but this position lacks some refinement. In matters of affection Venus
becomes very self-possessive, causing some jealousy. Because the Moon, and
Neptune too are posited in indulging Scorpio, you are extremely passionate and
irresistible. You are not content with anything but exact fulfillment of your desires.

In Vedic astrology, your Moon is in the Vishaka Nakshatra, ruled by Jupiter. This
Nakshatra gives enthusiasm, faith and hope for the future. It provides the power to
achieve many and various fruits in life. This lunar mansion also can give the
persistence and determination to accomplish any task. You are courageous but often
too aggressive and dictatorial. You will lose when you try to fulfill too many
ambitions. The sexual appetite is very strong (confirmed by the stellium in Scorpio).
Issues of disappointment occur often in love relationships and marriage. This lunar
mansion does not give immediate results but profits and gains over time. The Moon
in this Nakshatra gives intelligence of the highest order. It’s also very humanitarian.

In Chinese astrology you are born under the animal of the Positive Wooden Dragon.
Your life is guided by sound logic but there is the tendency to overanalyze and over
investigate subjects. You can be a natural teacher as well. Your ego may be
oversized and quite proud. You can be highly devoted and have charisma (confirmed
by your Dragon Ascendant). Give of yourself as much as you receive. You thrive on
(social) involvement and that should be a big part of your life.

The signs Leo and Aquarius are intercepted in the material houses 8 and 2. Also,
Saturn, ruler of the 2nd house of possessions and self-worth, is intercepted in the 2nd

house. This position denotes some frustration regarding yourself and your own body.

The MC at 20° Libra is often said to indicate that the person will remain single.
According to some astrologers, this degree is most often found in horoscopes of
people who are not married. They isolate themselves quite easily (confirmed by the
Moon’s degree at 21° Scorpio) and very often rise to greatness and involve
themselves in some form of public service. It’s a very charming degree (confirmed by
the position of the Sun at 10° Sagittarius, another charming degree) with peace-
making abilities, but also with some involvements with religion or other beliefs and
convictions.
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The ruler of the 7th house (Mercury) is posited in the 1st house of your own self. The
outer world and other people (all the ones you encounter wherever) have some
influence over yourself. You constantly need a spark that enlightens you and feel
bored easily. You expect excitement from others, from a partner, from the outer
world and need a thrill to feel satisfied. Feelings may become quite extreme
(confirmed by the stellium in Scorpio) and you do constantly need a “loaden
atmosphere” and excitement to feel well.

With the ruler of the 7th house (of the other) in your 1st house (of yourself), you may
often have it difficult to make a difference between what’s yours (and what’s your
territory) and what’s of the other (their territory). Feelings of closeness and distance
may fluctuate often.

Mercury is in Capricorn, making for a constructive mind and good concentration.
What is important is that Mercury is out-of-bounds. Any planet that is beyond the
maximum declination of the ecliptic is out-of-bounds. Out-of-bound planets and
points are not much researched yet, so it’s still inconclusive what these planets really
mean. Observations indicate that these planets are remarkable though and bring
something unexpected (beyond one’s imagination), even extremes in behaviour or
events. Mercury out-of-bounds is found to indicate considerable imagination, great
curiosity and the talent for the acquisition of knowledge. Often people with Mercury
out-of-bounds master different languages and have a gift for mimicry. In your case
the mimicry may fit as Mercury is in the formal sign Capricorn, representing the outer
skin, the “mask.” There may be too much nervousness too.

Now, let’s take a look at your Astrodynes (the Astrodynes is a complex method to
identify the most powerful and (dis)harmonious influences in the horoscope). Red
bold scores point to the most discordant (negative) influences. Bold green numbers
point to the most harmonious influences. Bold blue scores are very powerful (which
can either be very good or very bad, depending on the discordant influence).

What do al these numbers reveal?
